Thatôs right.  The fastest production Jaguar 

has been born! As we mentioned last month the 

XF-R has 510HP with 460 ft-lbs of torque.  

What we didnôt know at the time was that Jaguar 

took one to the Bonneville Salt Flats to test.  

With a different exhaust it did 225.675mph 

during a run making it the fastest Jaguar ever 

made.  It also gets 40 miles to the gallon at 225 

mph-just kidding! That speed, however, does in 

fact eclipse the XJ220 that was produced, in the 

nineties, as a flagship super car for Jaguar.  0-60 

in 4.7seconds will get it done. 
 

More good news as the rumor mills are 

cranked in the U.K.  One report has Jaguar 

coming out with a mid-engine sports car to take 

on the Audi R8.  Reports indicate that the 

concept car will be on display at the Geneva 

Auto Show in 2010.  It will be the first mid-

engine car since the aforementioned XJ220.  

Supposedly it will beat the F-Type into 

production.  The F-Type will be pitted against 

cars like the Porsche Boxster which is a different 

market segment altogether.  Itôs encouraging to 

hear that Jaguar is moving forward with 

innovation and design weôll just have to hope the 

poor market doesnôt delay the introductions.
