5.0liter V-8 that features direct fuel injection
and makes 385 hp and 380-ftbof torque
Jaguar fearlessly predicts at®60 time of 5.5
seconds for the 385p XF.

Powerin@ or potentially overpowerindy the
new topof-the-line XF, called the XFR, will be a
supercharged version of the Siter V-8. With
510 hp and 461 Hit of torque on tap, the new
XFR will be a direct comgtitor to the BMW
M5, Cadillac CTSV, and Mercede8enz E63
AMG. Jaguar is predicting (probably
conservatively) a@0-60 time of 4.7 seconds for
the XFR, which would make it considerably
slower than the aforementioned competition
Keeping the extra powein check are larger
brakes and a quicker steering ratioTo aid
handling, the XFR will come standard with an
active rear differential and a computamtrolled
suspension Luxury seekers will be more
interested in a new Portfolio Edition, which joins
the lineup for 2010.
